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DEFINITIONS

*Present: A delegate is present if they are in attendance and the Chair has recognized
them as so. A delegate that is simply present may choose to abstain during substantive
voting procedure.

*Present and Voting: A delegate is present and voting if they are in attendance, the
Chair has recognized them as so, and they have decided to vote on any and all resolutions.
A country that is present and voting much vote on all substantive measures and may not
abstain.

*Quorum: The number of delegates that are able to vote on substantive matters and
are currently present in committee. A minimum of fifty percent (50%) of the delegates
of the body that are eligible to vote must be in attendance in order to reach quorum.
Quorum is necessary for committee to proceed.

*Procedural: Of to or relating to a non-substantive matter.

*Substantive: Of to or relating to the content or approval of that content found in a
draft resolution or working paper.

*Proposal: A general term for a working paper, draft resolution, or amendment.

*Voting Procedure: Procedure in which voting on draft resolutions written for the
substantive topic take place. This is where all substantive voting happens.

*Simple Majority: Fifty percent (50%) plus one of those delegates that are eligible to
vote and have been recognized as present by the Chair. Abstentions do not change the
amount of votes required to pass a proposal.

*Super Majority: Two-thirds (66%) of those delegates that are eligible to vote and
have been recognized as present by the Chair. Abstentions do not change the amount of
votes required to pass a proposal.

ScopPE, APPLICATION, AND DUTIES

ScoPE
These rules will be applicable for all PSUMUN committees unless the Secretary General
stipulates otherwise and will be considered adopted prior to the opening of the confer-
ence. No other sets of rules shall apply.

LANGUAGE
English shall be the official language of all PUNC committees. Any representative may
make a speech in a language other than the official language, if the representative pro-
vides an independent translator of the speech into the official language. Interpretation



will count against the speaker’s time.
ELECTRONICS
Under no circumstances shall any electronic devices be used in the committee room dut-

ing the committee session.

DuTIES OF THE SECRETARY-GENERAL
The Secretary General will provide and direct the staff required by all PUNC commit-
tees. The Secretary General will have ultimate authority over all such committees and
may at any time delegate authority to a Delegate(s) of the Secretariat.

DuTiEs OF THE SECRETARIAT CABINET
The Secretariat Cabinet will consist of Undersecretaries as appointed by the Secretary
General. These positions will entail duties that can include delegate relations, conference
staffing, pre-conference preparation, and any issues that the Secretary General deem
relevant.

STATEMENTS BY THE SECRETARIAT
The Secretary General, or a Delegate of the Secretariat designated by the Secretary Gen-
eral, may at any time issue oral and/or written statements to any portion of the PSUMUN
conference.

Functions and Powers of the Head Chair
(a) Procedure:
(1) declare the opening and closing of each committee meeting,
(2) interpret and ensure observance of these rules,
(3) accord the right to speak,
(4) put questions to a vote, and
(5) announce decisions.
(b) Order: The Chair will have complete control of the proceedings at any meeting
and the maintenance of order therein.
(c) Discretion: The Chair will have the power to designate motions and/or points
dilatory at his or her discretion.
(d) Delegation: The Chair will have the power to delegate authority to either an as-
sistant Chair or any other appropriate person(s).
(e) Format: The Chair may require that any motion or request be submitted in writ-
ing,
(f) Authority: The Chair has authority to make decisions encompassing his or her du-
ties within their respective committee; each Chair has full power and jurisdiction over the

shall any notes be passed. Delegates may only raise points or motions relating to voting
or points of personal privilege.

VOTING ON DRAFT RESOLUTIONS

More than one resolution may be passed on each topic during voting procedure; how-
ever passing more than one contradictory resolutions is counterproductive and contrary
to the purpose of being able to pass more than one resolution. Unless the question has
been voted as an important question, a draft resolution needs only a simple majority to
pass.
Each member shall have one equal vote, with the exception being the Security Council’s
five veto powers while voting in the Security Council, and must vote “in favor of”’, “op-
posed to”, or “abstain from” (where applicable). No delegate may cast a vote for another
member of the committee.

Roll Call Vote

Immediately after substantive debate is closed on a given topic and the committee
has moved into voting procedure, and before any voting has taken place, a delegate may
motion for a roll call vote. This motion requires a simple majority to pass. If it is suc-
cessful, than voting on draft resolutions shall be done delegate-by-delegate, alphabeti-
cally, by each delegate’s position. In case of a roll call vote, a delegate may choose to vote
“with rights” as well as choose to pass.

Passing

During a roll call vote, a delegate may choose to pass, at which the Chair shall move
on to the next delegation. Once the Chair has gone through the list of delegates, the
Chair shall have those delegates whom have passed to vote, in alphabetical order. A del-
egate may not pass a second time and may not abstain if they have passed.

With Rights

Delegates voting “with rights” must vote in the affirmative or negative. After vot-
ing on a proposal has concluded, the Chair shall allow all delegates voting with rights to
explain why they have voted as such.

RECONSIDERATION OF PROPOSALS
After a proposal has been adopted or rejected, the committee may reconsider it during
the same session. Only a delegate whom was on the prevailing side of the vote may mo-
tion to reconsider a proposal. Two delegates must speak in favor of and two must speak
against the motion, after which, the motion will be put to an immediate vote. If there
are no speakers for, this motion automatically fails and similarly, if there are no speakers
against this motion automatically passes. A super majority is needed to pass.
